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Design

The design brief included:

- Simple, ‘clean’ and contemporary, complementing the design of the
building

- Reflect the Landcare research logo

- Ensure the carved boulders are focal points and highly visible — framed,
not obscured by, plants

- Native plants adapted to the exposed, brightly-lit environment

- Low maintenance by forming a dense, weed-excluding cover

The design drapes half of the koru in the Landcare Research logo across
the raingarden, beginning near the main doors where the stormwater
pipe emerges from under the building, and ending in a‘wetland’. A
brown-toned, fine-leafed Meuhlenbeckia species forms most of the
‘water’ component of the koru. The koru is surrounded by bright green
Hebes . The design is reinforced in the short term by use of coarse and
fine mulches.
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
