Energy Intensity Nitrogen in Rivers
The energy intensity of the economy Levels of nitrogen at monitored sites in rivers
has decreased since 1995 and streams have increased since 1989

Greenhouse Gas Intensity
Although total emissions have increased,
the intensity of emissions in relation to the
economy has decreased

Native Species Distribution
Since 1970s, the distribution of all seven
indicator species has continued to decline

Labour Productivity Greenhouse Gas Emissions
Since 1985, labour productivity has New Zealand's net greenhouse gas
increased an average of 2.0% per year emissions have grown since 1990
